This is fundamentally incompatible with the aim of protecting
users’ freedom to change the software. The systematic
pattern of such abuse occurs in the area of products

for individuals to use, which is precisely where it is most
unacceptable. Therefore, we have designed this version of
the GPL to prohibit the practice for those products. If such
problems arise substantially in other domains, we stand
ready to extend this provision to those domains in future
versions of the GPL, as needed to protect the freedom of
users.

Finally, every program is threatened constantly by software
patents. States should not allow patents to restrict
development and use of software on general-purpose
omputers, but in those that do, we wish to avoid the special
anger that patents applied to a free program could make it
ffectively proprietary. To prevent this, the GPL assures that
atents cannot be used to render the program non-free. he
precise terms and conditions for copying, distribution and
modification follow.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
0. Definitions.

“This License” refers to version 3 of the GNU General Public
License.

“Copyright” also means copyright-like laws that apply to
other kinds of works, such as semiconductor masks.

“The Program” refers to any copyrightable work licensed
under this License. Each licensee is addressed as “you”.
“Licensees” and “recipients” may be individuals or
organizations.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away
your freedom to share and change it.

The ordinary General Public License therefore permits such
linking only if the entire combination fits its criteria of freedom.

The Lesser General Public License permits more lax criteria
for linking other code with the library. We call this license the
“Lesser” General Public License because it does Less to
protect the user’s freedom than the ordinary General Public
License. It also provides other free software developers Less
of an advantage over competing non-free programs. These
disadvantages are the reason we use the ordinary General
Public License for many libraries.

However, the Lesser license provides advantages in certain
special circumstances.

For example, on rare occasions, there may be a special need
to encourage the widest possible use of a certain library, so
that it becomes a de-facto standard. To achieve this, nonfree
programs must be allowed to use the library. A more frequent
case is that a free library does the same job as widely used
non-free libraries. In this case, there is little to
