section 7. This requirement modifies the requirement in 
section 4 to “keep intact all notices”.

c) �You must license the entire work, as a whole, under this 
License to anyone who comes into possession of a copy. 
This License will therefore apply, along with any applicable 
section 7 additional terms, to the whole of the work, and 
all its parts, regardless of how they are packaged. This 
License gives no permission to license the work in any other 
way, but it does not invalidate such permission if you have 
separately received it.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your 
freedom to share and change it.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some 
specially designated software packages-typically libraries-of the 
Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use 
it. You can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully 
about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License 
is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based on 
the explanations below. When we speak of free software, we 
are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General Public
