If the interface presents a list of user
commands or options, such as a menu, a
prominent item in the list meets this criterion.

1. Source Code.

The “source code” for a work means the
preferred form of the work for making
modifications to it. “Object code” means any
non-source form of a work.

A “Standard Interface” means an interface
that either is an official standard defined
by a recognized standards body, or, in the
case of interfaces specified for a particular
programming language, one that is widely
used among developers working in that
language.

The “System Libraries” of an executable
work include anything, other than the work
as a whole, that (a) is included in the normal
form of packaging a Major Component, but

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed
to take away your freedom to share and
change it. By contrast, the GNU General
Public Licenses are intended to guarantee
your freedom to share and change free
software to make sure the software is free
for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public
License, applies to some specially
designated software packages-typically
libraries-of the Free Software Foundation
and other authors who decide to use it.
You can use it too, but we suggest you first
think carefully about whether this license or
the ordinary General Public License is the
better strategy to use in any particular case,
based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are
referring to freedom of use, not price. Our
General Public Licenses are designed to
make sure that you have the freedom to
distribute copies of free software (and
charge for this service if you wish); that you
receive source code or can get it if you
want it; that you can change the software
and use pieces of it in new free programs;
and that you are informed that you can do
these things.

To protect your rights, we need to make
restrictions that forbid distributors to deny
you these rights or to ask you to surrender
these rights.

0. This License Agreement applies to any
software library or other program which
contains a notice placed by the copyright
holder or other authorized party saying
it may be distributed under the terms of
this Lesser General Public License (also
called “this License”). Each licensee is
addressed as “you”.

A “library” means a collection of software
functions and/ or data prepared so as to
be conveniently linked with application
programs (which use some of those
functions and data) to form executables.

The “Library”, below, refers to any such
software library or work which has been
distributed under these terms.
